The Republic of Moldova is facing now an election period, which will be ended with the election of 101 deputies in the local parliament. At present the very major part of the deputies are from the Communist Party who constitutes 71 from the total of 101 deputies.   The president who was elected by the parliament also is a member of the Communist Party. In the 2001 elections the population of the Republic desperately and pressed by the poverty and the difficult economical situation believed in the vainly promises of the communists, in result they got the majority places in the parliament.

In those four years of communist governing the investment climate decreased dramatically, so a lot of business people decided either to quit or to move their business in a more stable and trustful country. 

The unemployment increased due to the closing of some factories and enterprises. From this number a lot of women saw the only way for surviving to go in the Western Europe looking for a job. 

Due to some manipulation of the electing mass of people, the communist governing violated the law of the active electors (about 1 mln from the total of 2.5 mln of electors): those groups constitute 

· people who are working abroad;

· people who are living in Transnistria (eastern part of Moldavia, which is not under the jurisdiction of the administration from Chisinau);

· Students who do not have the right to vote at the place of their studies but have to go to their birth place.

Those people are the most active part of the population who are not supporting the communistic regime, in those conditions communists are trying to keep those people apart from the ballot boxes, further their places to be taken by the passive side of electors who are pensioners, and people from villages, who are uniformed correctly, sometimes even uniformed at all because of poor means of communication and information in villages. They are tempting to vote for communist because their pensions were raised by 10-15 euros over the last 4 years. But is this fair? 

Nevertheless our association is non political, moreover does not participate in the current elections, a lot of members of our association share the anxiety of the European community, US and Russian State Duma concerning the legality of the current elections, and it’s final outcome.

         Finally, we count on the moral support of international organizations, and on the BPW international in achieving a democratic and European country and a place for its citizens, where they will not be obliged to go abroad for a better way of life.
