BPW Donetsk has 26 brauches, 267 members, and only 20 out of them are payable.

Activities and most significant events

· Ongoing projects:
· Regional Crisis Center “Women for women” and Telephone of support for women (there were provided support for more than 3 thousands of women)

· Women’s Business Support Center (there were trained 290 women)

· Hot Line supporting entrepreneurs (there were provided consultations for more than 3 thousands of people)

· Reintegrational help for people, who suffered from human trafficking (financed by International Organization for Migration)
· in 2004 there were created Bureau of urgent support for NGOs (there were provided consultations for more than 2 100 people) 
· in 2005 was started Women’s Informational Center of Donetsk region, which provides support for women’s NGOs 
· In 2005 BPW-Donetsk started the implementation of two pilot projects, both are financed by International Labour Organization:

· Social and psychological help for children, who suffered from human trafficking;

· Employment of children, who suffered from human trafficking

From January 2007 these projects will work in Donetsk region for three years. 

· Since April 2005 – May 2006 there were implemented organizational work for Forum-exhibition “Women of Donetsk region can do everything”. The Forum-exhibition itself took place on 27th-28th May, 2006. The aim of the event was the empowerment of women’s micro and small businesses in Donetsk region. More than 1600 people took part in it.

· in the frames of TWINS Program with BPW Bern, Switzerland:
· in 2004 delegation of BPW Bern visited Ukraine, they have been in Kiev, Donetsk, Odessa;

· in 2005 delegation of BPW Donetsk visited Switzerland
· In May 2005 BPW Donetsk initiated creation of BPW Kiev, Ukraine, which become member of BPW-International (all in all there are 5 BPW clubs in Ukraine initiated by BPW-Donetsk club).
Plans:

From September 2006 there will be started organizational work for the visit of delegation of American and Swedish women to Donetsk, Ukraine. The visit itself is planned for May 2007.
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
