BPW Finland had 31 affiliate clubs and 1403 members/ 31st December 2005.

Activities, events and important milestones

· BPW Finland published four issues of its own colour magazine LIVYK. Every member gets LIVYK which contains information about the coming and passed meetings, seminars and events in Finland and abroad, written articles about members, board members, young members, BPW clubs, and themes of present interest, etc. BPW Finland has its own website, too. The website 
· BPW Finland Office sends monthly an information letter (e-mail) to the clubs. Information letters are also written to the clubs by the President of the federation. 

· BPW Finland has worked closely together with many women’s organizations and other NGOs in Finland.

· BPW Finland gives annually a trophy to a clubs which have most increased the number: 1) of members counted according persons, 2) of members counted by percentage, 3) of Young BPW.
· The Best Project Contest was founded for clubs to activate them, to increase the number of members, to get publicity and to create and develop the sense of solidarity and togetherness. The trophy was given for the first time in Spring Meeting 2006. 

· In the beginning of 2005 BPW Fin-Sto (RuSuViLiNa), The Finnish Professional and Business Women in Sweden joined BPW Finland.

· In the beginning of 2005 the two cubs in Helsinki united.

· Co-operating with Finland Convention Bureau and Finlandia Hall concerning the congress invitation 2011 and the country booth of BPW Finland in the BPW International Congress in Lucerne.
· The Spring Meeting Days of BPW Finland were in Mikkeli, 22. - 23.4.2005.
· The seminar on the theme “The Defence of Finland, and Mikkeli” was given by the Brigadier General, MP Olli Nepponen. The member of the Executive Board BPW Finland, Ms. Marita Kailovaara gave a seminar on the theme “The Future Strategy for the club presidents”.
· BPW Finland nominated Dr. Helena Ranta as the Women of the Year 2005 during the federations Spring Meeting Days in Mikkeli. She was nominated in addition to her other merits because of her important work in the Finnish DVI Unit in Thailand, after the tsunami catastrophe.

· The 31 BPW CLUBS in FINLAND have had very interesting and versatile program during the period. Many clubs have named their own “local Women of the year”, but with a different title (Women of the Year in Finish “Vuoden nainen”, is a registered trademark owned by BPW Finland) referring to a remarkable woman of the local area.  Seven clubs took part The Best Project Contest. The winner was BPW Club Kotka. The clubs have had many kinds of seminars, lectures and panel discussions on many themes, among others “A World of Peace – The Peace in Politics”. The clubs have had travels, theatre, literature evenings, art exhibition and museum visits, visits to other clubs etc. The clubs have also given stipends to women students or to women in untypical professions. Many clubs have also donated money for good purposes. The clubs have raised funds by organizing fairs, bazaars and selling theatre tickets etc.
