Colonna, Pantheon, Piazza Navona.

Leaving from Piazza San Bernardo, heading to Piazza della Repubblica, the tour will
continue through Via Veneto and Via Nazionale to the Trevi Fountain, Piazza Navona
and Castel Sant’Angelo to visit St. Peter’s Basilica.

Tour 2

Monuments of ancient Rome

You will enjoy the splendour of the classic Roman empire.

From Piazza San Bernardo and Piazza della Repubblica, you will reach the square of the
Capitol, the result of Michelangelo’s architectonic genius. From here you will admire the
sight of the Forum and the Palatine Hill, with a view of the Colosseum. You will walk
through the ruins of the Roman Forum, ending up with a visit of the Basilica of St. Paul’s
outside the Walls.

Tour 3

Vatican Museums

You will visit the Vatican Museums and the Vatican Galleries, including the Sistine
Chapel and the Vatican Library.

Tour 4

Christian Rome

You will visit the Basilica of St. Mary Major, the Basilica of St. John in Lateran, then you
will go up to the Holy Stairs. After you will reach the Ancient Appian Way, visiting the
Chapel of Domine Quo Vadis, finally arriving at the Catacombs of St. Callixtus.

Tour 16

Naples, Pompei, Sorrento, Capri. – 2 days



1st day: Rome- Naples. Panoramic tour of Naples, visit of the excavations of Pompei and
tour of the Sorrentine Coast up to Sorrento, where you will have dinner and stay
overnight.

2nd day: Sorrento-Capri by boat. Visit of the village of Capri, Anacapri and the Blue
Grotta, by rowing boat. Lunch in a typical restaurant. Return to Sorrento and back to
Rome.

Tour 19

Florence –1 or 2 days

Visit of the most famous monuments and galleries of Florence.

Tour 25

Florence – Pisa – Venice – 5 days

1st day : Rome – Florence and visit of the city.
